4. GENERAL INFORMATION:-

A. The rule of reservation of appointments applies to this post.

B. In G.0.Ms.No.145, Personnel and Administrative Reforms (S) Department, dated
30.09.2010, the Government have issued orders to fill up 20% of all vacancies in Direct
Recruitment on preferential basis to persons studied the prescribed qualification in Tamil
Medium. The 20% reservation of vacancies on preferential allotment to Persons Studied
in Tamil Medium (PSTM) will apply for this recruitment. However no reserved turn to
PSTM Candidates arises.
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The number of vacancies advertised is only approximate and is liable for modification
including reduction with reference to the vacancy position at any time before finalisation of

selection.

If no qualified and suitable women candidates are available for selection against the
vacancies reserved for them, those vacancies will be filled by male candidates belonging to

the respective communal categories.

. In G.O. Ms. No. 53, Social Welfare & Nutritious Meal Programme Department, dated

11.04.2005, the post of Chemist has not been identified as suitable for Differently Abled
person. Hence, Reservation to Differently abled person will not apply for this post.
However, they can apply and should upload the documents referred to in para 14 (f) of the

Commission’s ‘Instructions to candidates’ when called for.

. Reservation to “Destitute Widows” and “Ex-Servicemen” will_not apply to this recruitment.

. Even after filling up of the posts reserved for SC Arunthathiyars on preferential basis, if

more number of qualified Arunthathiyars are available, they shall be entitled to compete
with the Scheduled Castes other than Arunthathiyars in the inter-se merit among them and if
any posts reserved for Arunthathiyars remain unfilled for want of adequate number of
gualified candidates, it shall be filled up by Scheduled Castes other than Arunthathiyars.

Selection will be made in two successive stages i.e., (i) Written Examination and

(ii) Oral Test. (For further details refer paragraph 21(b) of the ‘Instructions to candidates’).

Mobile Phones and other Articles Banned:-

() Candidates are not allowed to bring Pager, Cellular Phone, Calculator, Memory
