(Mentally Reiarded) by the Anbagam Institute for Menially Handicapped in the Suresh
Bernnd Th;lfIgamj Training Colloyo in Spodal Education (Mentally Rotnrdod)\ Madurai.
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2) In the Government order second and third read above, the Government in
consultation with the Director of Collegiate Education, Chennai have accorded
recognition to the changing over of the Post Graduate Diploma Course in Special
Education (Mentally Retarded) into one year B.Ed., Course in Special Education
(Mentally Retarded) for two academic years to be offered by Suresh Bernard Thangaraj
Teacher Training College in Special Education (Mentally Retarded), Madurai subject to
certain conditions.

3) Tho Rehabilitation Council of India in tile letter third read above has accorded
approval to run B.Ed., Course in Special Education (Mentally Retarded) by Suresh
Bemmd Thangaraj Teacher Training College in Special Education, Madura! subject to
tho condition that the college shall obtain approval of Slate Government and affiliation of
univorsity before starting the above course.

(Employment opportunity should be
given to handicapped teachers).

(3) The Mananement should not appoint any teacher whose certificates had been
cancelled or who has been convicted for offence involving moral turptitude.

{'.') Tho Management should run the twilling proglamrne in accordance with tho
norms prescribed by Rehabilitation Council of India and the approval shall be
withdrawn if the norms of Rehabilimtion Council of India are not followed.
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(5) The Management itself should manago to appoint necessary staff without asking
for Government grant.

(6) The Institute should have a basic Infrastructure facilities required for starting such
training programme.
